Big Data. Meaning: extremely large and complex

datasets that cannot be effectively processed
using traditional data processing methods, often
requiring advanced Al and analytics tools.
Ethical Al. Meaning: the practice of developing
and using Al systems in a way that aligns with
ethical principles, ensuring fairness,
transparency, accountability, and the
consideration of societal impacts.
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
